SGA Local Rules for Tijeras Arroyo Golf Course
The following local rules are established according to the USGA Rules of Golf, Appendix 1, Part A, and are to be used for competitions and open-play at Tijeras Arroyo Golf Course.

USGA rules define a closely-mown area as any area that is mowed to fairway height or less. Through the green is defined as the whole area of the course except:
a. The teeing ground and putting green of the hole being played; and
b. All hazards on the course.

1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Preferred Lies: There are significant adverse areas that warrant the use of preferred lies.  A ball lying through the green may be lifted without penalty and cleaned.  Before lifting the ball the player must mark its position.  Having lifted the ball, he/she must place it on a spot within 6 inches of and not nearer the hole than where it originally lay, that is not in a water hazard and not on a putting green.  A ball must be placed in the same cut (i.e., rough).  A player may place his/her ball only once and it is in play when it has been placed.

2. Ground Under Repair on Putting Greens:  Badly damaged areas, holes filled with sand or dirt, newly sodded areas and other abnormal ground conditions on putting surfaces are considered ground under repair.  These conditions interfere with fair play.  A player whose ball lies on the putting surface may lift the ball and place it, without penalty, at the nearest point of relief that is not in a hazard or, if complete relief is impossible, at the nearest position to where it lay that affords maximum available relief from the condition, but not nearer the hole and not in a hazard. The nearest point of relief or maximum available relief may be off the putting green.

3. Stones in Bunkers:  Stones larger than dime-sized in bunkers are movable obstructions and Rule 24-1 applies.  

4. Ground Under Repair:  The old practice area to the right of hole number 18 and equipment tire ruts through the green are ground under repair; also the areas adjacent bunkers where power rakes exit the bunkers.  Consider the natural curve of the bunker to determine if relief is permissible.  Players may take relief according to Rule 25-1b(i).

5. Water Hazards: Ball Played Provisionally under Rule 26-1:  If there is doubt whether a ball is in or lost in the water hazard on holes 11 or 15, the player may play another ball provisionally under any of the applicable options in Rule 26-1. (a) If the original ball is found outside the water hazard, the player must continue play with it. (b) If the original ball is found in the water hazard, the player may either play the original ball as it lies or continue with the ball played provisionally under Rule 26-1. (c) If the original ball is not found or identified within the five minute search period, the player must continue with the ball played provisionally.

6. Distance Measuring Devices:  For all play at this course, a player may obtain distance information by using a device that measures distance only. If, during a stipulated round, a player uses a distance-measuring device that is designed to gauge or measure other conditions that might affect his/her play (e.g., gradient, windspeed, temperature, etc.), the player is in breach of Rule 14-3, for which the penalty is disqualification, regardless of whether any such additional function is actually used.
